February 22, 1991 _7:30 PM at the club house

Attendees: Edward"\Towne, Glasier, Peacock, Jar ™, DeHerrera,
Crowle, Marosy. anu Neidig.

1. The meeting was called to order by Fred Crowle. The board

accepted the minutes to the last board meeting as published in the
newsletter.

2. The Secretary reported on the correspondence received which was a
financial statsment for 1989 from the Whittington Center. The
secretary also reported that the cost of plastic membership card
holders which would be used as identification tags for indcor range
users would be about $§ .15 each.

3. The treasurer reported $2.564.91 in the checking account and
$16.094.46 in the money market and CD accounts. The treasurer will be
maxing & deposit of about $10.000 tomorrow from membership renswals.

4. Howard Glasier reported two at the last work party probably due to
the late mailing of the newsletter. A question was asked about the
status of the range lights for tomorrows smallbore match.

5. There was no report from the outdoor rangs chairman, Sam Knox, as
he his wife is in the hospital.

6. Bill Jannen said that he has picked up a data base to put together
a guestionnaire and that he should have a number of samples for the
next board meeting.

7. Charles Peacock said that there wciuld be a smallbore match
tomorrow and that the national smallbere champion could come from this
match.

6. A guest member reported that thers were 13 Juniors at last nights
practice session.

S. Chuck Towne reported turning in $105.00 in range rent fees from
the last two pistol matches and that there are two more 2700 matches
remaining in the season.

10. Tom DeHerrera reported that there would be a program for the next
general meeting who would be a couple talking about their American
safari business. Tom said that the drawing for the Whittington Center
knife resulted in $153.00 which will be sent to the Whittington
Center.

11. Howard Glasier reported that the range lights are acting up again
and that the factory is having problems with their lights, also. The
manufacturer requested that the club maintain records of the bulb
usage which may help them in determining the cause of the problem.
Howard will ask the manufacturer for four electric clocks which can be
put in the circuit to record the usage time.

12. Howard Glasier said that there would be a work party at the
outdoor range tomorrow and that it appears that there is more work
than originally estimated. '

13. Howard Glasier said that there was a problem with mail being
delivered to the mailbox for the property behind us but that he solved
that problem by asking that their mailbox be taken down.

14. Howard Glasier asked whether the area lights for the back iot
should be left on at night and the board agreed that they should.

15. Joe Edwards suggested that the Whittington Center knife drawing
money be donated to other causes like the Juniors. Charles Peacock
moved to donate the money to the Juniors. After a discussion which
included the observation that the board had previously committed the
money to the Whittington Center, the motion was withdrawn. During the
discussion, it was suggested that there be an annual drive to raise
money for the Juniors. .
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16. Tom DeHerrera said that Gary Eyser has made a request by letter
to be placed on the inactive roster due to a temporary relocation.

17. Howard Glasier said that he has received an estimate from a firm
to do a sound study for $1,100. Howard will solicit other bids. The
topic of making a sound study was discussed.

18. Howard Glasier had receivad a request to ask the board for
authorization to store an intsrnational rapid fire targst setup on the
back wall of the west range. After a discussion. the board upheld the
policy that storage of parsonnel jtems would not be allowed. The
secretary will write the reguestor a letter notifying him of the
refusal.

19. Howard Glasier said that the vault combination should be changed
and the board agreed that this would be done after the end of the
league shooting which will be around May 1st.

20. Vern Neidig handed out an example of an events calendar which
shows the scheduled activities on a calendar format. Vern suggested
that the calendar become part of the monthly newsletter as it is
ecasier to determine open shooting time from this format.

21. Bill Jannen raised the question of the results of the prime time
shooting questionnaire. During the discussion, it was pointed out
that the results suggest that there is no significant problem. A
suggestion was made to try to find out why some members have not
renewed their membership. A suggestion was made to continue with the
efforts to install sound suppression and do what ever we can to
increase open shooting time and that those who feel that there is a
problem with insufficient open shooting time should help with the work
effort. Howard Glasier suggested that the west bay carrier travel
mechanism be made operational to help the casual shooting.

22. A request was mads to summarize and publish the results of the
‘prime time shooting questionnaire. The results indicate that only a
small percentage of those who responded to the questionnaire feel that
there is a problem. Several of the suggestions made in the
questionnaire like adding sound suppression between the two bays of
the range would help make more open shooting time.

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24. Bill Jannen proposed appointing a safety chairman due to the
possibility of accidents at the ranges.
