Power Cost Doubles for Range

Electrical power at our facility is billed on a demand meter. This type of billing provides a fixed
electrical power rate up to a predetermined limit. Once this limit is exceeded for 30 minutes or
more we are billed at a higher rate for the entire year. Well we have rung the bell and exceeded
the demand limit sometime in July of 1995. The club installed high efficiency lighting several years
ago but as we increase our facility usage we use more electricity. Please be conservative when
using the range, use enough light for safety and remember to turn off the fans when leaving.
